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This picture came from the L.N.W.R. Gazette and shows Bedworth goods shed with a large amount of beer loaded onto drays for distribution to the public houses in the town. The man standing on the right with the white horse was Albert Henry Kitchener who moved to Bedworth from Northampton in 1916. He lived at Collycroft until 1960. He was said to have been strong enough to lift the barrels off the cart manually without assistance.
