BULKINGTON SANITATON 1893-1896

To Bulkington Local Board of Health, February 1893

Annual report from Minister of Health

Estimated population in 1892 was 1367. 26 Deaths and 39 births occurred in that year. Bronchitis, Dentition and Convulsions accounted for 2/3 of infant mortality (7.26 per 1000). (1 Influenza, I Hooping ,(sic) cough, 1 Measles)

No smallpox for years (pre 1886)

One house at Ryton condemned as unfit for habitation.

"I strongly advice you to adopt the Diseases Act and provide a small Infectious Hospital". There has been a recent case of smallpox in Nuneaton. One year later the infantile death rate had decreased and there was still no Act or Hospital.

1895-Influenza prevalent in January. One case of diphtheria (nothing insanitary found).

April, epidemic of measles led to certified school closures. There was an epidemic of smallpox at Hinkley.

There was still no infectious hospital but a canvas tent and the inspector suggested they find a suitable site for this temporary hospital,

Bulkington had still not adopted the D.N.Act

In October 1 case of Typhoid Fever was reported at Ryton where the sanitary surroundings were described as bad. The M.O.H. advised water analysis but the Bulkington Board decided otherwise.

In July 1895 Warwickshire County Council applied to extend the boundaries of the Urban District of Bulkington and 2 letters later, in December Bulkington replied.

On 26.12.1895, the inspector wrote that 48 canal boats were examined on 18 different visits. 27 women and 23 children on these 48 boats. Improvements both in boats and people-no infringements or sickness.

Report for 1895;

February...........Death rate 36.72 per 1000, disease of lungs March..............Influenza prevalent

August ............ 1 death, diarrhoea

September ......... 1 case of Scarlatina

October............2 cases Scarlatina at Ryton, 3 at Bulldngton November ......... 1 case Scarlatina at Bulkington

"From enquiries made, more cases in district, but as Council not adopted Notification Act unable to trace them and this hampers your M.O. in discharge of his duty"

Rev.G.J.Eustace gave notice of the motion to adopt the D.N.Act. Seconded by W.H.J.Dewes this made the M.O. happy.
